Longwell Green Sports JFC – Tournament Rules 2011

Our objective is to make the day as enjoyable as possible for everybody involved and we expect all the participants to approach the tournament with a similar attitude. Longwell Green Sports support the FA’s RESPECT campaign and would ask all participants, managers, family members and supporters to follow those rules please.
1. All clubs entered in the competition must be affiliated to an association which in it self is affiliated to the Football Association.

2. All boys’ age groups are Under 7’s through to Under 14’s as at 31st August 2010 for the season 2010/11.  All players must be under their respective age limit as at 31st August 2010.
3. All girls’ age groups are Under 10’s through to Under 16’s as at 31st August for the season 2010/11. All players must be under their respective age limit as at 31st August 2010.
4. Players can only play for one team on the same day.

5. Proof of age may be required on request.

6. All managers must report and submit team sheets at least 30 minutes before the competition starts.

7. All age group competitions will be 6-a-side. Teams to consist of 8 players with 6 on the pitch at any one time.

8. Rolling substitutions at any time. 
9. All games will be ten minutes one way, except finals which shall be 7 mins each way.
10. Group qualifiers will be decided by:

a. Three points for a win, one point for a draw.

b. Goal difference if teams are level on points.

c. Goals scored, only if (b) is the same.

d. If teams are still level penalties will decide based on five penalty kicks per side and then sudden death. 
e. In the event of a team not fulfilling a fixture, the opposing side will be awarded a 2-0 win.

11. In the Under 7’s-10’s age groups, if the scores are level at full time in the quarter and semi finals, the match will be decided on penalties. Five penalty kicks per side and then sudden death. Penalties may only be taken by the 6 players who were on the field of play at the final whistle.
12. In all other quarter, semi and finals extra time will be played if the scores are level at full time, extra time will be three minutes each way. If the scores remain level after extra-time, penalties will decide the winner based on five penalty kicks per side then sudden death. Penalties may only be taken by the 6 players who were on the field of play at the final whistle.
13. In the Under 7’s – 9’s, competition goal kicks will be taken by way of a drop kick from the keepers hands. Also goalkeepers in these age groups are also allowed to pick up the ball from a back pass without being penalised.

In the Under 10’s competition goal kicks will be taken from anywhere in the penalty area.  No back-pass to keeper’s hand allowed.
In the Under 11’s – 14’s competition goal kicks will be taken from the goal-line.

All other distribution by the keeper to be by hand (infringement – indirect free-kick)

Also in the Under 11’s – 14’s competition a goal can not be scored direct from the kick off. No back-pass to keeper’s hand allowed.
Goalkeepers in the Under 11’s – 14’s age groups are not permitted to kick the ball from hand so must distribute the ball by way of a throw.

14. There will be no offside

15. All rules will be as the Football Association rules of the game, unless over-ruled above.

16. Pitch dimensions will be approximately 55 metres long by 37 metres wide, the penalty area shall be indicated by a line approximately 9 metres from the goal line joining the touchline.

Goal dimensions will be approximately 1.85 metres high by 3.7 metres wide 
17. If a player receives two cautions or is sent off during the competition he/she will be disqualified from playing in further matches on that particular day.

Any player, club official or spectator who is cautioned, and/or dismissed from the field of play will be reported to his/her relevant County Association and may be subject to further disciplinary action as deemed necessary.

18. In the event of a colour clash the second named team to change.

19. First named team to provide the match ball in each game. Size three or four for Under 7’s and 8’s, size four for Under 9’s – 14’s. Size 5 used for U15’s. Only match balls to be allowed in the playing area. 
20. All other points or disputes will be resolved by the competition committee. The decision of the committee is final.

21. A trophy will be awarded to each winning team that they can keep along with individual trophies for the winning team players and runners up players in each age group. 

22. The organisers will not be deemed responsible for any injury/damage to any person/property however caused, throughout the duration of the tournament.

23. Boys & Girls under contract with an FA Academy or Centre of Excellence will not be permitted to play in this tournament. Team’s playing such players will be disqualified from the competition.  
24. The U7 & U8 events shall comprise of a festival of football as per the FA’s new guidelines rather than competitive football and as such there will not be ¼, semi and finals of any sort. All taking part will receive a medal to mark the day.
